Under the direction of the Principal and the Day Care Coordinator, responsibilities of Extended Day Care staff
include but are not limited to the following:

Supervising daily activities with the students

Assisting students with homework

Adapting activities to meet the needs of students

Sharing in housekeeping responsibilities of the EDC facility

Attending required staff meetings

Being punctual and reliable in reporting to work as scheduled

Treating all children, parents, and staff with dignity and respect

Physical Demands and Working Environment

e Environment: Work is performed primarily in a classroom setting and outdoor playground.

e Physical: Primary functions require sufficient physical ability and mobility to work in a playground or
homework setting. The position may require standing or sitting for prolonged periods of time, bending,
kneeling, reaching or twisting. At times, lifting, carrying, pushing and/or pulling light to moderate amounts
of weight may be required.
